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Session Plan: Google Translate for the computer

Delivery mode:

Face-to-face delivery

Session overview:

This session will provide learners with some practical tips on how to use Google Translate. It is designed to be a fun,
motivational session that encourages the learners to do more online and with their own device. The associated handout has
instructions for a computer that can be adapted by digital mentors for mobile device use.

For learners to:
e Learn how to translate websites, files, images and text using Google Translate
e Have fun understanding the benefits of technology and the internet

This session should run for approximately 1 hour. The facilitator to schedule breaks as required.
