
Make your device 
easier to use 

There are lots of things you can do to make your 
smartphone, tablet or computer easier to use. 
Our tips can help if you find it hard to hear, see or press the 
buttons on your device. 

Helpful free features 
Most smartphones, tablets and modern computers have special 
settings you can turn on to make it easier to hear, see or use. 
Check the ‘accessibility’ settings on your device to find what yours 
can do for free. 

Top tip:The settings section is usually shown 
using a cog or wheel icon. 

Easier to see 
If you’re finding it hard to read the words on your screen, increase 
the text size in your accessibility settings. 
You can also try changing the colours on your screen. This setting is 
often called ‘dark mode’ or ‘inverting’ the colours. 

Top tip: Some apps and settings can read 
the words on screen and write messages for 
you. Look for ‘text to voice’ and ‘voice to text’ 
settings.
